Given overwhelming proof that there is an
effective herbal cure, and having researched its agriculture and medicinal idiosyncrasy with
experts in China, African Restoration is ready to bring forth a comprehensive cure for Malaria.
Our plan is based on this simple, safe, low cost Chinese herb, which can be grown in a
sustainable supply throughout Africa. Thus, the "Defeat of Malaria" begins in 2009 with humble
demonstration farms.

The first demonstration farms and corresponding free distribution system are to be established
in 3 countries, and require only five hundred thousand dollars in financing. These farms are to
become self sufficient by the second year of operation. As soon as these initial farms are well
established, additional funding will be sought to expand into the 30 Sub-Saharan countries that
are the most impacted by Malaria. By expansion, through education and the involvement of key
officials, herbal farms will grow into a major agricultural industry.

This project is to bring forth both the preventative and cure for Malaria to all of Africa, virtually
eliminating the death toll of 3,000 children per day. We have a network of excellent people,
ranging from high officials, doctors, businessmen to farmers. Leaders are being established in
each country that have proven commitment to service. Yet, the bold claim of victory over Malaria
for 300 million Africans is an ambitious, if not outrageous, statement. However...

"For with God nothing will be impossible." (Luke 1:37)

Things most worthy of doing are only possible with God, so we set our sight far above just
bringing healing to a continent. By giving the cure to the poor through Christian organizations,
the greatest evangelistic opportunity in the history of the world is loosed. The ultimate goal is
to reach 500 million people with the Gospel, and to establish a ministry to sustain them.

OPPORTUNITY

irrigation. Within 3 years these farms can be self sufficient, producing abundant supply without additional
investment.

Distribute Herbal Remedy: The herbal remedy is to be distributed to the poor free of charge by faith
based organizations in order to minimize cost and bypass the inhibiting factors of greed and corruption.

Ministry Alliance: Faith based organization's healing/evangelism efforts are coordinated through an
alliance in order to reach the most people efficiently.

DEMONSTRATION PROJECTS
Farms & Distribution

African Restoration is currently establishing initial demonstration farms in three countries to prove to a
skeptical world the effectiveness and self-sustainability of this approach. The Land has been obtained,
key people brought onboard, and an implementation strategy has been set in place.

This practical solution will be taken to all 30 sub-Saharan nations that are the most impacted by Malaria,
assisting them in establishing their sustainable programs ultimately leading to

the provision for healing and the Gospel to reach hundreds of millions of

people.

Chinese Wormwood - Cure for Malaria
1,600 years of documented effectiveness

APPROACH

1. Educate communities about the herbal cure for Malaria: Information about this
herbal treatment will be given in local languages, so the people will understand the
cure and the importance of the growing of the herbs.

2. Distribute Wormwood tea to the poor without charge: Given sufficient funds and
timing of the harvest in China, a supply of herbs will be imported to be given to the
needy, free of charge by faith-based organizations.

3. Establish cooperative mini-farms to grow Wormwood: Wherever possible, sites will
be established to develop Wormwood as an agriculture crop. These farms will share
equipment and facilities for the common good.

4. Create a water supply as necessary: Water wells and irrigation systems will often
be required in order to assure consistent crop production. These water supplies will
also be shared with the communities.

5. Market a portion of the herbal crop to generate income: A portion of the herbal crop
production is to be sold to generate enough income to pay workers and operating
expenses.

6. Obtain self-sufficiency in finance and management: It is a goal of this endeavor to
make all the mini-farms self sustaining within 2 years i.e. able to pay all operational
expenses.

7. Influence countries to redirect other funding: Global and other funding sources can
be redirected toward this practical solution so that all of Africa will have this cure for
Malaria.

Locations and growing methods are to be chosen in order to maximize the benefit to
the most people over a 5 year period. Climate and water supply are always the major
considerations. Fortunately, the correct species of this herb does well in a warm
climate and poor soil that is typical to much of the Sub-Saharan.




PRIOR WORK

RESEARCH IN CHINA

The Executive Director of African Restoration, Leonard Heatherly, had been involved
for several years in the utilization of herbal remedies. China is known to conquered
Malaria, so with the assistance of pharmcuetical specialist from China, research was
conducted through the Internet the ancient Chinese remedy along with its modern

applications.

Inquires was conducted onsite in China. This
included legal representation, the growing of
this herb as an agricultural crop, and
agreements with herbal wholesale
companies regarding exporting to Africa.
Visiting the Medical Research Institute in
Anyang City, Heatherly consulted with herbal
specialist Dr. Feng. Valuable information was
obtained on the correct utilization of
Wormwood.

KEY PEOPLE & LAND

Uganda: Currently in Uganda, 500 acres
have been provided along with full support
of the government including the Ministry of
Health and the Ministry of Agriculture. First
Lady, Janet Museveni, has taken an active
role demonstrating Christian leadership.

Kenya: In Kenya, land has been made
available. A vocational school for water well
drilling and ministry training has been
established. Bishop Josiah Muesha is
providing the training program, and Dr.
Joseph Keretho is serving as medical
liaison.

Tanzania: An NGO has been established in
Tanzania by Clavor & Domina Temalilwa,
and initial acreage is being cleared.

Burundi: Denis Ncuti has initiated interest in bringing this defeat of Malaria to his home

country.




DEMONSTRATION FARMS

A demonstration farms is to be established in MaasaiLand, Kenya in July 2009; other
countries of Eastern African are expected to soon follow. Collectively they wil prove
that this crop can be successful grown in virtually anywhere in the Sub-Saharan region
where Malaria is the major health issue .

Direct Farm Expenses: Well Equipment and Supplies:This would include small bore,
shallow wells, gas powered hydraulic drilling machine similar to example at right. Also
included is a backup gas powered (3.5 HP) utility pump, wind driven electrical
generator (1KW), and electrical water pump (10+ gallons/min),

storage tanks, completion supplies and distribution connections

and hoses.

Land & Preparation: Clearing, tilling, shaping, fencing and
possible lease or purchase expenses.

Facilities & Equipment: Transportation vehicles and storage
facilities and simple herbal drying barns.

Key Peaople & Labor: Motivated and educated management is
aboard in each location. Farm design in Kenya may be more
labor intensive, where $100/month labor is available.

$5,000 vs. $50,000
Obtaining irrigation and supplemental
community water by drilling low cost,
small bore wells is a key to making the
the project more practical.

From Humble Farms to an Agricultural Industry




DISTRIBUTION
INHIBITING FACTORS

1. Greed: The treatment of Malaria has become a multi-billion dollar industry. A simple,
low cost cure is contrary to the interests of big medical businesses.

2. Corruption: Published reports say, "...officials skim from the treasury, tons of food
imported from relief organizations disappear, an average Kenyan pays 16 bribes per
month..." It has been estimated that 41% of the cost of goods is due to corruption.

3. Traditions of Medical Community: Under the guise of protecting the public, the
medical community makes enormous profits from the misfortune of sick people, while
systematically eliminating alternatives. Example: While presenting the "Healing
Malaria" project to top medical officials in Kenya, most of the officials immediately
asked for money instead of asking how they could help make this possible.

MINISTRY ALLIANCE

A ministry alliance is to be established as the distribution system of the herbal cure,
giving it free to the poor. This faith based organization will accomplish these important
things: Normal distribution would have increased cost by 500% more. With evangelical
motives, the tea can be distributed virtually free. Because the herbal tea is being given
away, there is no money involved. This bypasses much of the bribery and greed.

The educational process for the distribution through the ministry alliance is funded
$200,000 for each country initially. Further funding of faith based distribution will
come from the organizations that are distributing the herbal tea, so there will no
additional cost to African Restoration.

organizations. Medical Doctor Joseph Keretoh of Nairobi and Bishop Josiah Muesha
of Church of the Maasai are Directors in the International NGO, African Restoration of
Eastern Commonwealth, which is registed in Kenya.

And so goes on the list of dozens of wonderful dedicated, key people who have not
asked anything for themselves, but seek to bring forth this healing.

FINANCIAL REQUIREMENTS
STARTING POINT

Maasai Mission (http://Maasai-Mission.info) is the starting point for birthing African
Restoration. The first planting of the herbal crop is planned for March. The drilling
of small bore, low cost water wells is a key providing fresh water, ministry and
irrigation for the crops. About $100,000 is required to complete this initial project.

Additional demonstration farms in Tanzania and Uganda are planned for 2009
requiring $330,000 in funding with an associated $170,000 to initiate the ministry
and distribution system.

MILLION DOLLAR QUEST

While $500,000 would establish the described demonstration farms and begin a
process that could not be stopped, a larger amount could do more. If African
Restoration had one million dollars the project would be accelerated as follows:

Fast Track: $50,000
Purchase a quantity of October’s harvest in Southern China to provide an
acceleration of supply of herbs for distribution in 2009.

Eastern Commonwealth Start Up: $500,000
These first demonstration farms are described herein this update.

Western Africa: $200,000
Though Nigeria is located on the Ivory Coast, it is the most populous and has the
greatest number of cases of Malaria - the key to Western Africa.

Medical Research: $250,000
Establish a clinic/laboratory in Kenya with medical professionals to document,
improve effectiveness and perform research.
